(Fallbrook, CA) The SLR Trojans Junior team capped an outstanding year with a State Championship and a second consecutive undefeated season. The Trojans handily beat previously undefeated Redlands by the score of 32-0. The Trojans were performing at maximum efficiency on both side of the ball from the opening kickoff until the games end.  The Trojans came out on fire with the opening offensive series. On the very first play from scrimmage Niko Mageo took the handoff and followed the lead block of Vlad Dzhabiyev and ran for 35 yards down to the Terrier 15 yd line. The next play saw Mageo take the ball into the end zone to put the Trojans up after on 1:05 second into the game. On the ensuing kickoff  Ronan Ivanovich ("All American") initiated a perfest kick when the Trojans orchestrated their trade mark "Muddle Kick" which seemed to catch the Terriers by surprise and set the tone for a long frustrating evening for the Redlands squad. The vicious hit leveled by "Hitmen" Junior Vasquez, Niko Mageo & Vlad Dzhabiyev sent a thunderous clap through out the stadium and drew gasps and cheers from the crowd.  The Terriers went 4 and out on their fist series after the Trojans defense swarmed the Redlands squad and pinned them for 20 yards in losses on their first series.  On their next offensive series the Trojans went to work quickly and scored in 2 plays when Niko Mageo took a toss right and executed a perfect play action pass when he found Ronan Ivanovich (2 Rec, 94 yds, 2 TD's) alone in the end zone to make it a quick 12-0 advantage for the Trojans. The next kickoff saw the Trojans perhaps put a finishing touch on the Terriers when again the hit the mark with a well executed "Pound" kick off that again saw several Trojans on the KO squad level a vicious hit upon the Terriers cover man. Again the Terriers went 4 and out and lost another 23 yards offensively. Junior Vasquez ("all Sate, "All American") Jesse Rocha ("All State", "All American"), Nick Zimmerman ("All State", "All American"), Donovan Pati ("All American"and Justice Tei played defensive line reminiscent of the Pittsburgh Steelers "Steel Curtain" of the 1970's. Their combined force on  the defensive front prevented the Terriers running game from generating more than a minus 5 yard gain on the game. Junior Vasquez & Justice Tei set a standard of play in this game that others would be hard pressed to live up to. vasquez & Tei were menacing obstacles that the Terriers could find no answers for. Their play set the tone for the entire evening and both are worth of their "All State" honors they earned. The linebacking corps swarmed to the ball and delivered punishing hits all evening long. Niko Mageo ("All State"), Vlad Dzhabiyev ("All State") & Puka Taylor all made punishing tackles preventing  Redlands any opportunity to mount an offensive threat all evening long. The Trojans next scored on another Niko Mageo run which was set up by a John Armentrout ("All American") to Momo Mooney ("All State", "All American") play action pass that caught Redlands by surprise. Armentrout and Mageo executed a perfect mesh which drew the Terriers to the line of scrimmage when Armentrout pulled the ball and swung to his left where he set his feet and hit a wide open Mooney for a 44 yard gain. This combo has hooked up all year for 8 TD passes and more than 600 yds in passing between them. The Trojans mixed up the game plan and kept the Terriers guessing all night with the excellent running by Vlad Dzhabiyev who burst past the Terriers for huge gains and swift moves. Vlad had a 58 yd TD nullified by penalty however he finished the game with 94 yds on the evening from his Fullback spot. On the season Vlad rushed for 657 yds and 9 TD's.  The Trojans offensive line which is anchored by Nick Zimmerman again set a standard of play unmatched in any league in California. The crew yielded 1 QB sack the entire season and there expert blocking on runs as well as passing opened gaping holes and tormented would be tacklers all season long. Donovan Pati (2 TFL) and Jesse Rocha playing Guards enabled the Trojans FB's to average 19 yds a carry on the season. The Junior Vasquez (5 sacks, 4 TFL) and Justice Tei (3 sacks, 4 TFL) prevented limited  defensive tackles for loss to 3 for the entire season. The TE play of Harley Phillips as both a receiver and a blocker could not be matched by any defensive end all season long and the fact that he has better hands and is faster as a receiver than nearly every receiver in the league was a tremendous asset. The next Terriers possession saw them manage 6 offensive plays before turning it over to the Trojans offense. On this series Momo Mooney took a pitch right from QB JT Trevino and hit John Armentrout who was lined up at WR in the deep corner of the end zone for a 47 yd TD strike to put the game out of reach for the Terriers.  Mooney finished the evening with 2 Receptions for 90 yds, 1 PASS for 47 yds/TD. First year player Jaylen Thompson burst through the Terrier front men and tackled the Terriers ball return man deep in their territory on the ensuing kickoff. The game saw the Trojans play every player on the squad freely and for much of the game. All the Trojans participated in the rout and every player contributed to the State Championship title. Charles Tournes continues to make big plays week after week from his "Rush" defensive end spot and in the secondary the outstanding play by John Armentrout, Momo Mooney, Ronan Ivanovich, Georgie Kostadnov, Daniel Afae, Brad Long, Noah Urbina and Jaelan Thompson prevented teams from establishing any passing gains all season long.  The last Trojans Score can when John Armentrout again executed a perfect play action pass between himself and Niko Mageo and finding Ronan Ivanovich on a post corner route in the end zone for a 45 yd TD pass. For the evening Armentrout finished with 5 for 6 for 157 yards passing/ 1TD, 1 rec 47 yds/TD & 1 RUSH for 22 yds. On the season Armentrout went 60 of 80 for 1,157 yds and 12 TD's with 2 INT's.  Quarterbacks JT Trevino (6 yds RU) & John Carter (1/4 10 yds) each saw playing time under center and each directed Trojans drives. Trevino is a seasoned veteran who continued to improve and will be an excellent asset to the high school team he attends in the future where he will most likely be under center as a starter on Friday nights. JT ran the offense without any change in momentum and read the Terriers defensive fronts with expertise. First year squad member John Carter has all the tools to play lots of games at QB in the coming season. the raw but talented QB has a cannon for an arm and hit several wide open Trojan receives in the end zone during the game however they were not able to hold onto the balls otherwise the score would have been even more lopsided.  Niko Mageo was selected as the game MVP by the referees for his outstanding play on both sides of the ball. His 2 rushing TD's and 1 passing TD were game highs. On the evening Mageo finished with 5 carries for 115 yds 2 Ru TD's/1 PA TD. The selection as game MVP goes along with the other outstanding accomplishments this season for Niko whereby he was selected as an "All American" by Junior Rank & "All State" by CSYFCC. 
For the State Championship game the Trojans saw (3) different QB's take snaps and attempt passes, (9) different running backs run the ball,  (9) different WR's have balls thrown to them on offense. Defensively every player on the squad played on defense during the game . For the season (12) different Trojans scored (48% of the team total).  The Trojans yielded a total of 12 points on the season (.833 ppg) and scored 350 point on the season (38.88 ppg). The Trojans have a 20 game regular season unbeaten streak dating back to the 2008 Fall season with their only loss coming at the AAU National Championship game in Orlando, FL last season. Their first season in the AAU.  Goergie Kostadnov (3 carries 27 yds), Puka Taylor (2 carries 22 yds), Garrison Nakamoto (1 carry 4 yds).
