Parent / Spectators Code of Conduct: 

As a parent or spectator, I will: 

1. Exhibit exemplary sportsmanship at all times.

2. Direct constructive criticism to the head coach and or association officials at an appropriate time, I will work for a positive result for all concerned.
3. Accept decisions of the game officials (including coaches) on the field as being fair and called to the best ability of said officials.

4. I will stay behind the designated spectator line during a game.

As a parent or spectator, I will Not: 
1. Interfere / interrupt the coaching staff during games or practices. 

2. Criticize officials or coaches, direct abuse or profane language toward them.

3. Criticize an opposing team, its players, coaches, or spectators by word of mouth, by gesture, or by deliberately inciting unsportsmanlike behavior.

4. Undermine, in work or deed, the authority of the coach or SLRAA.
Coaches Code of Conduct, I will not: 

      1.   Use profanity, talk “trash”, or taunt others before, during, or after 


any game.

      2.   Display any unsportsmanlike behavior. 

3. Criticize my teammates, coaches, volunteers or players from other teams. 

4. Be on time and prepared to participate.

5. (Never) In any manner condone or promote the use of any illicit drug, tobacco products or alcohol.
6. Undermine, in work or deed, the authority of SLRAA officials.

Consequences of Behavior:

At any SLRAA practice or game, any adult who verbally abuses, attempts to intimidate, or does not control their language or actions with a player, official, coach, spectator, or SLRAA volunteer they  will be asked to leave the event.  He /She will receive a written/verbal warning regarding their behavior.  If the spectator fails to leave upon request, law enforcement authorities may be called to remove the spectator.
